Bopworks' combination of shorter
length and small diameters made for
sticks that felt lighter near the tips
and therefore, particularly bouncy
The oval tips pulled a woody, articulate
sound from both the 20" ide and 19" ride
(which Ziljian called a crash) without tempt-
ing as many unpleasant overtones as larger
sticks someimes can do. These smaller sticks
also made it noticeably easier o play softly
without having to unreasonably constrict my
‘motions. Oftentimes, on my tio gig,  found
myself reaching for the Bopworks sticks in
Tower volume sttings that | would normally
teserve for only brushes or dowel stcks.
My personal favorie size was the West
Coast model because it was light, but nottoo

Roand $70-5 light, and had enough weight toward the tip
to pull a full sound from the cymbals and
toms. Stick sizes are not “one size fits all,"
you may prefera diferent Bopworks model.
Overall, as a drummer who plays a lot of jazz,
found these stcks to be extremely high
quality, wellsuited for their jazz purposes,
and a welcome adition to my stick bag.
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
